New January deadline to register for French immersi on  
 

Are you thinking of registering your child for French immersion? For the 2010-2011 school year, parents 
must now register children for entry into Grade 1 French immersion or Grade 7 Extended French by Friday, 
January 29, 2010. This date was set in consultation with the Peel Chapters of Canadian Parents for French.  
 
This new deadline benefits parents and students. The new registration date will help determine the number 
of grade 1 and grade 7 classes at each school for the following September. The board can then hire, in 
advance, the appropriate number of qualified staff. As well, because the registration date happens earlier, 
the intention is that no new French immersion classes will be created at reorganization time in September, 
so the level of student disruption will be reduced.  
 
Though the deadline is early in the school year for those interested in grade 1 French immersion, it allows 
children to have a full year in kindergarten, the beginning of a second year and a chance for the 
December/January parent reporting before a decision needs to be made. As well, all French immersion 
information sessions will now take place in November, 2009 and will be widely promoted to parents.
